     Nicene Creed

Celebration of Communion

Invitation to the Lord’s Table

We hope that this time is helpful to you as you consider your relationship with Jesus Christ and with His people, the church. Note: Hope of Christ Presbyterian Church uses wine in this celebration. If, whether for reasons of health or conscience, you prefer grape juice it is provided in the outer ring of cups.

Knowing that you have been raised from the dead, I turn from my sins and receive you as Savior and Lord. Amen.
