When you are invited to a meal
-  What are we eating?

-  What can I Bring?

-  Who else is invited?

-  What should I wear?

-  What is proper etiquette?
Confession of Faith: 
Heidelberg Catechism; Questions 3-5

Question:  How do you come to know your misery?

Answer:  The law of God tells me.

Question:  What does God's law require of us?

Answer:  Christ teaches us this in summary in Matthew 22: Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all soul and with all your mind and with all your strength.  This is the first and greatest commandment.  And the second is like it: Love your neighbor as yourself.  All the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments.

Question:  Can you live up to all this perfectly?

Answer:  No.  I have a natural tendency to hate God and my neighbor.

Celebration of Communion 
Invitation to the Lord’s Table

Communion, also called The Lord’s Supper or the Eucharist, is the family meal of Christians. We invite all committed followers of Jesus Christ to partake of this sacrament: those who are baptized members of a congregation that proclaims the gospel, who are at peace with God and with their neighbor, and who seek strength to live more faithfully for Christ. 
If you are not a Christian, or if you are not prepared to share in this meal, we encourage you to spend this time in prayer. We hope that this time is helpful to you as you consider your relationship with Jesus Christ and with His people, the church. Note: Hope of Christ Presbyterian Church uses wine in this celebration. If, whether for reasons of health or conscience, you prefer grape juice it is provided in the outer ring of cups.

I thank you for paying my debt, bearing my punishment on the cross, and offering forgiveness and new life. Knowing that you have been raised from the dead, I turn from my sins and receive you as Savior and Lord. Amen. (If you are praying this today for the first time, please share this with the Pastor after the service).

Lord Jesus, you have called us to follow you in baptism and in a life of committed discipleship in your church. Grant that I may take the necessary steps to be one with your people, and live in the fullness of your Spirit.
